Travel Documents (IMPORTANT)
Pre-Arrival Requirement: Malaysia Digital Arrival Card (MDAC)

Effective 1 January 2024, all foreign travellers are required to complete and submit
the Malaysia Digital Arrival Card (MDAC) via
https://imigresenonline.imi.gov.my/mdac/main within three (3) days prior to their
scheduled arrival in Malaysia.

The following travellers are exempted from the MDAC requirement:

(i) Citizens of Singapore;

(if) Diplomatic and Official Passport holders;

(iif) Malaysian Permanent Residents and Long Term-Pass holders;
(iv) General Certificate of Identity (GCI) Brunei Darussalam holder
(v) Brunei Malaysia Frequent Traveller Facility holders;

(vi) Thailand Border Pass holders; and

(vii) Indonesia Cross-Border Travel Document (PLB) holders.

Visa Requirement

Holders of Diplomatic/Official/Service Passports from ASEAN Member States are
eligible for visa-free entry into Malaysia.
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Transportation

Participants are kindly requested to arrange their own transportation. It is
recommended that each delegation coordinates transportation through their

respective Embassies in Kuala Lumpur or directly with their hotels.

The average temperature range in Kuala Lumpur for May is expected to be of high
heat and humidity, approximately between 26°C — 32°C. Therefore, drinking water
regularly is advisable.

Electricity/Voltage
Malaysia’s voltage is 240 AC, 50 Hertz. Type G power sockets are commonly used
in Malaysia. It is suggested to bring a universal adapter.

Currency
The official currency of Malaysia is the Malaysian Ringgit (RM) with the currency

code MYR. Major credit cards, including MasterCard and VISA are widely
accepted. Automated Teller Machines (ATMs) are widely available and compatible
with major credit cards and ATM cards. Currency exchange services are available
at the airport, banks and exchange counters throughout the city.
